It is the membership-based, statewide, volunteer organization that makes sure that
any laws regarding mobile or manufactured homes that are owned by individuals and sit
on leased land are closely scrutinized and are not detrimental to our homeowners.

The FMO informs and educates you on your rights under the Florida Law 723 which
was created to protect homeowners who have an uneven balance of power between
our homeowners and large wealthy corporate owners.

FMO stays on top of all efforts by the park owners to get changes in state laws which
benefit them - and harm us homeowners.

The FMO pays legal and legislative counselors in Tallahassee to keep us informed of
legislation that affects us and to fight against legislation that would be disadvantageous.

FMO has been instrumental in several legislative actions that benefit us as homeowners
such as extending the Tie Down program and successfully preventing the termination of
our sales tax exemption benefit preventing us from having to pay a 6% sales tax on our
lot rent.

And, | don’t know about you, but as a mobile home owner on leased land | would rather
pay a $40 yearly membership fee to support those fighting for me than to pay a 6%
sales tax that would (currently) cost me $496.08 a year!

If FMO goes away, so does our protection. | am encouraging you to consider joining
